	The capital stock of said company shall be as minimum $200,000 to be divided into shares of one hundred dollars each., but the capital stock may be increased by the consent and agreement of the majority of stockholders to the extent of five hundred thousand dollars, divided into shares of one hundred dollars each.

	V. 
	The principal officers of said company shall be a President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer.

	VI. 
	The directors of the company for the first year shall be Benjamin Charlton, Charles C. Duncanson, Edward Graves, James E. Waugh, John S. Miller, George Gibson and Richard M. Johnson.

	VII. 
	The officers of the company for the first year shall be Benjamin Charlton, President; Charles C. Duncanson, Vice President; Edward Graves, Treasurer; James E. Waugh Secretary.

	VIII. 
	The company may acquire real estate for its business and purposes. to that extant that a majority of the stockholders may deem necessary, not to exceed in value $500,000.
